Reception Home Learning Week beginning 6.7.20
Hello Reception children and families. I hope you enjoyed your lessons last week. It was great to see what you have been up to. We really enjoyed finding out about reptiles and loved the story about the crocodile who turned out to be a dragon! If you are in need of on-line games for your child to play that will help them practice maths and phonics skills, then https://kids.classroomsecrets.co.uk/ is free to subscribe to and has lots of EYFS games suitable for Reception. There are also free home learning weekly packs to download and print at the sister site https://classroomsecrets.co.uk/free-home-learning-packs/. If you have any problems finding, downloading or printing these packs, let me know and I will send them to you or download this week’s pack from the Croft Reception pin on Minimash.
This week (we are up to the week beginning 29th June on Oak National Academy as we are working a week behind) the Reception English lessons are based on the story Beegu by Alexis Deacon. The lessons use the theme of kindness to encourage the children explore what it means to be kind and how our actions affect others. Watch out for Monday’s lesson though – it involves a tube of toothpaste so you will need to supervise. The lessons culminate in writing a letter of kindness. The PSED lesson on Monday uses the story of No More Teasing by Emma Chichester Clark to explore the theme of kindness too. Although I couldn’t find this story, other stories by this author include Love Is My Favourite Thing, I Love You Blue Kangaroo and Where Are You Blue Kangaroo? You might also like to join us for an Assembly on kindness featuring the Duchess of Cambridge who talks about sharing a little kindness for our mental wellbeing.
The Maths lessons focus on measuring length, weight and capacity. A great way to build an understanding of capacity and weight is water play with different containers or to bake and cook with your child. There are recipes for Easy Cooking with Kids Recipes on CBeebies. 
The Foundation lessons focus on materials that float and sink. Tuesday’s lesson is based on the story Brilliant Boats by Tony Mitton and Ant Parker. These lessons aim to encourage the children to make predictions and investigate and test.
Click on the links in blue and they should take you directly to the lesson. All the lessons are pre-recorded so they can be watched, paused and restarted at times to suit your routine. All the lessons follow the Early Learning Goals. Each English lesson also includes phonics activities and revision and I have included some daily phonics activities for you to enjoy too.
Monday
Lesson 1 – English – explore the theme of kindness watch out if your child asks for toothpaste, this lesson could be messy!
Lesson 2 – Foundation (PSED) - Being Kind and make a mask
Lesson 3 – Maths – describe the capacity of objects
Lesson 4 – PSHE - lockdown heroes and write a message to say thank you
Phonics – Practice reading words using Phonics Play Pick a Picture and select phase 3 digraphs.

Review the phase 3 sound ar with Mr Thorne 

Tuesday 
Lesson 1 – English – listen to story of Beegu by Alexis Deacon and write a speech bubble
Lesson 2 – Foundation (UW) - test materials to see if they float or sink
Phonics – Review the phase 3 sound or with Mr Thorne Read the ‘or’ words on the reading machine
Wednesday
Lesson 1 – English - recall the story of Beegu using a story map
Lesson 2 – Foundation (EAD) – sort items into floating and sinking and carry out your own investigation
Lesson 3 – Maths – measure using non-standard objects
Phonics - Practice spelling words using Phonics Play Space Race and select phase 3

Thursday 
Lesson 1 – English - recognise the features of a letter
Lesson 2 – Foundation (UW) - build a boat that floats make a paper boat following the instructions
Lesson 3 – Maths – compare weights of objects
Phonics – Practice phase 3 sounds.  Learn about the ow sound using epic phonics
Friday

Lesson 1 – English - write a letter
Lesson 2 – Foundation (EAD) – mixing colours
Lesson 3 – Maths – revise measuring
